Grafton City Council Proceedings

April 9, 2012

   Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council on Monday, April 9, 2012 at 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were Hicken, Hoffarth, Johanns, Kruger and Schotanus. Visitors were Bruce White, Todd Trettin, and Stan Hemann. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Hicken motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the minutes of the March 12, 2012 meeting. Motion carried. 
   Todd Trettin, Community Center bar manager reported on the last few bar events and turned in the inventory sheets. There was discussion regarding a dress code for the bartenders. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to purchase polo shirts for the bartenders with a Grafton Community Center logo. Motion carried. City clerk will look into this and order the shirts. 

   Bruce White reported on a dog running loose in town. 

   City Superintendent, Chris Kruger reported on recent projects. The salt/sand mix has been moved and the manholes that were grouted last year are being inspected. 
   Stan Hemann reviewed the city insurance policy with the council.

   City clerk presented correspondence for the Small City Workshop. The closest one will be in Rockwell on June 5th. Financial reports were presented along with a hand out of the Adult Prom results. It was once again a very successful event. 12 Day notices will be sent to all past due utility accounts. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Hoffarth to accept the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date. Motion carried. 
   Mayor Bork closed the regular meeting and opened the Public Hearing regarding the sale of land to Jim Kruger. There being no oral or written objections to the sale of this piece of land, Tom Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hicken for approval and adoption of this Resolution # 2012-3. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2012-3 is adopted. Mayor Bork closed the Public Hearing and reopened the regular meeting.
   City clerk presented the ME-1 annual electric report for the Iowa Utilities Board and the EIA-861 electric report for the US Dept. of Energy. 

   There are a couple boulevard trees on 3rd Street that are dying. Mayor Bork will contact Jim Bell to remove the trees.
   Mosquito spraying was discussed. Mayor Bork has spoken with the new mayor of Manly regarding the spraying since this is a jointly owned sprayer with the City of Manly. Univar will be coming to calibrate the 

sprayer. Darren Petersen will be invited to attend the May council meeting to discuss spraying.
   City clerk explained areas of the fiscal ’12 city budget that need to be amended. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to set the Public Hearing date for Monday, May 14, 2012 at 7 PM for purposes of amending the budget. Motion carried. Budget amendment will be publicized as required.
   Old Business: Council was reminded of Park and Town Clean Up Day coming up on April 14th. Clerk mentioned areas needing attention. Mayor Bork has talked to Heartland Asphalt for continuing blacktopping the rest of 6th Avenue.
   New Business: Council reviewed a sample letter to go out to all Grafton residents regarding keeping up the appearance of their properties. The letters will go in the May utility bills. Cory Hicken reported he is working on organizing a Bean Bag Tournament for April 21st at the Community Center. Clerk mentioned someone asked if the council had ever considered establishing an area for community gardens. Council indicated they didn’t know of any available area for that purpose and weeds could become a problem if people planting gardens did not take care of them properly. 
   There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hoffarth for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 9:23 PM.
