Grafton City Council Proceedings

December 12, 2011

Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM on December 12, 2011 at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were Borchardt, Johanns, Kruger, Petersen and Schotanus. Visitors were Bruce White, Community Center bar manager Todd Trettin and Liz Backhaus - President of the Library Board. Petersen motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the minutes of the November 10, 2011 meeting. Motion carried. 

Todd Trettin reported on the last 4 bar events at the Community Center and gave the bar inventory figures. 

Liz Backhaus presented the library budget. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Johanns to accept the budget with the City giving $10,000 instead of the proposed $12,000. The library budget for Fiscal Year 2013 will be $28,500. Motion carried. 

City maintenance, Chris Kruger was not able to attend the meeting but Petersen discussed the idea of possibly acquiring a small sander to put in the pick up since the old plow is in very poor condition.  

Clerk presented correspondence consisting of a Symposium for Community Leaders to be held at NIACC on December 14th if any council members were interested in attending. Financial reports were given and past due utility accounts were reviewed. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date. Motion carried. 
Council reviewed the Osage Municipal Utilities service contract for 2012. (Resolution #2011-11). Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Petersen to approve the contract. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2011-11 is passed and approved. 

The 28E Agreement for renting space in the Community Center to the Alternative School is Resolution #2011-12. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the 28E Agreement. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2011-12 is passed and approved. 

City of Grafton did receive grant money for the “Volleyball, Basketball, Tennis Court Project” and the Grafton Library received a grant for new computers in the library. We are extremely grateful to WCDA for these grants.

Thank yous were extended to Mark Borchardt and Darren Petersen for their years of service on the Grafton City Council. Their time and talents have been greatly appreciated. The clerk was asked to leave the room while council discussed Christmas gifts for city employees. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve what was proposed. Motion carried. 

City of Grafton wishes to thank Grafton Community Action for the new beautiful Christmas decorations. Many good comments have been received regarding the snow flake decorations. The old decorations were purchased by the town of Kamrar – population 199. 

It was mentioned we will need to name the new street connecting 6th and 7th Avenues in the future.

There being no further business Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Petersen for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 8:15 PM.
