Grafton City Council Proceedings

February 13, 2012

   Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council on Monday, February 13, 2012, 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were: Hicken, Hoffarth, Johanns and Kruger. Schotanus was absent. Visitor was Bruce White. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hicken to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Hoffarth motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the minutes of the January 9, 2012 meeting. Motion carried. 

   City maintenance, Chris Kruger reported on various projects he has been working on. He suggested since we borrow a sprayer for weed spraying, that he could build a sprayer for approximately $350 to $400. Council said to go ahead. 
   City clerk presented several items of correspondence, the financial reports and reviewed past due accounts. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Hicken to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date with the exception of a bill from Worth Co. Abstract Company which was previously paid and a snow related bill until this is looked into further. Motion carried. 

   Hoffarth, who is Grafton’s representative on the Landfill Board, reported on the meeting where the proposed energy plant was discussed and a vote taken. 

   Council reviewed the year end electric, water, sewer and garbage financial reports compiled by the city clerk. 
   Ordinance #2012-1 regarding the new un-named street that will that connect 6th Avenue and 7th Avenue South and to name this street “Iowa Street” was read. Hicken motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve this Ordinance and to waive the second and third readings. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen present voted aye. Ordinance #2012-1 is passed, approved and adopted and will take effect upon publication. New street signs will be ordered.

   City clerk handed out copies of the proposed Fiscal 2013 budget and reviewed the budget with the council. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hoffarth to approve the proposed FY 2013 budget and to set the public hearing date for March 12, 2012, 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Motion carried. 
   Old Business: Sewer service lines were briefly discussed. At the March meeting, the reports will be reviewed and the ones showing definite leaks or breaks will be addressed. Selling drink tickets for the bar at Adult Prom was discussed. This will be a much more efficient way to handle the bar business. 
   New Business: Clerk noted the town received a $4,500 donation from the Grafton Athletic Club. We sincerely thank them for this donation. The tile floors need to be waxed in the community center since they have not been done since November of 2010. The gym floor was last waxed in February of 2009. Council said to go ahead and make arrangements to have this done. Part of the donation from the Grafton Athletic Club will be used for the floors. The new floor scrubber helps tremendously in keeping the finish on longer. 
   There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hicken for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM.
