Grafton City Council Proceedings

January 9, 2012

   Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council on Monday, January 9, 2012 at 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were: Hicken, Hoffarth, Johanns, Kruger and Schotanus. Visitor was Bruce White. Mayor Bork welcomed the new council members. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the minutes from the December 12, 2011 meeting. Motion carried. 

   Mayor Bork appointed the following City Officers and Board Representatives for 2012:  City Clerk/Treasurer, Joann Nichols; City Superintendent, Chris Kruger; City Attorney, Mark Walk; Community Center Bar Manager, Todd Trettin; Fire Board Representatives, Gary Schotanus & Cory Hicken; Landfill Board, Ranny Hoffarth with Tom Kruger as alternate; Worth Co. Emergency Management Board, Duane Tabbert; Winn-Worth Betco Board, Tyler Johanns; Mayor Pro-Tem, Gary Schotanus; and John Bork serves on the Assessor’s Board and the E911 Board. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the City Officers and Board Representatives. Motion carried. 
   Chris Kruger gave his city maintenance report. Council said he should go ahead with some needed electrical work at the lift station. 

   City Clerk presented correspondence and the financial reports. She thanked Bruce White for helping distribute calendars and light bulbs for the energy efficiency program. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Hoffarth to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date. Motion carried. 
   A couple items to include in the new budget were discussed. Mayor Bork will get estimates to continue blacktopping 6th Avenue past the Community Center. We will also include the cost to recodify the city’s ordinance book. The preliminary budget will be ready for the February council meeting. 

   Ideas for the next round of WCDA grants were discussed. Grant deadline is February 15th. 

   Council discussed suggestions for naming the street connecting 6th Avenue and 7th Avenue. They decided since there is a State Street, to continue using state names. Hicken motioned, 2nd by Hoffarth to name the street “Iowa Street.” Motion 

carried. Naming a street needs to be done by ordinance so the first reading will be February 13th. 
   There was some discussion on bringing back the Scoop. Council says it should remain a GCA project. 
   No items under Old Business. New Business: Ideas concerning the Community Center Bar were discussed.

   Kruger motioned, 2nd by Schotanus for adjournment at 9:31 PM. Motion carried.
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
