

Grafton City Council Proceedings
July 10, 2023



Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, July 10, 2023 at Grafton City Hall.  Answering roll call were Dalluge, Hulshizer, Hyde, Kruger, and Schaub. Visitors were Bruce White and Chris Braun.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the agenda.  Motion carried. Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the minutes from the June 12, 2023 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Chris Braun discussed ambulance service with the council.  He then left at 7:15 PM.
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried. 
Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the building permit for Gregg Urbatsch for a new fence on his property at 506 2nd Street.  Motion carried.
Under old business, council talked about nuisance properties and grant ideas.  Under new business, applying for a new city credit card through Farmers State Bank was discussed.  Clerk told the council that the city needs a certified signer for water and sewer until the city superintendent takes his tests and becomes certified.  Chris Kruger had done it until now, but his certification expired June 30th.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to appoint Lonnie Hillman as certified signer for sewer and water.  He will be paid $100 per month for certified signer for water and $100 per month for certified signer for sewer.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2023-14 is passed and approved.  There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:07 PM.
