

Grafton City Council Proceedings
July 15, 2024



Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, July 15, 2024 at Grafton City Hall.  Answering roll call were Fossey, Hulshizer, Kruger, and Schaub.  Dalluge was absent. Visitor was Bruce White.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the minutes from the June 10th and June 27th, 2024 regular meetings.  Motion carried. 
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
Resolution #2024-16 (Resolution Approving the Preliminary Plat of the Emergency Medical Services District for the City of Grafton, Worth County, Iowa.  Setting the Compensation of the Engineer, and Setting an Election within the District within sixty (60) days to Approve or Disapprove the Proposed Tax Levy and Giving Notice of Said Election including Time and Place of Holding the Election.)  
WHEREAS, the engineering firm of Veenstra & Kimm have filed with the Grafton City Clerk a preliminary plat of the Emergency Medical Services District for the City of Grafton, Worth County, Iowa showing the following:
A. The proper design and general outline of the district.
B. The lots and parcels of land within the proposed district as they appear on the county auditor’s plat books with the names of owners.
C. The assessed evaluation of the lots and parcels; and,
WHEREAS, after published notice a public hearing required under Section 357G.7 was held on June 27, 2024; and,
WHEREAS, the City Council has now studied the preliminary plat and finds said preliminary plat conforms to the provisions of Chapter 357G of the 2024 Code of Iowa, is accompanied by the required certification and documents, and should be approved; and, 
WHEREAS, after approval of the preliminary plat it is necessary for the Council to set the proposed levy amount and prepare a public measure ballot election notice, said election to be held within the City of Grafton, Iowa, within sixty (60) days of approval of said preliminary plat, said election to approve or disapprove the levy of an initial tax , not to exceed $1.00 per $1,000.00 of assessed value on all taxable property within the district, and to choose candidates for the offices of trustees of the district.  Said public measure notice and ballot measure prepared by the City Attorney for the City, and to include notice of the election including time and place of holding the election, and required publication of said notice of election to be completed by the City Clerk.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Grafton, Worth County, Iowa:
1. The preliminary plat of the Emergency Medical Services District for the City of Grafton, Worth County, Iowa, prepared by the engineering firm of Veenstra & Kimm is hereby approved.
2. The compensation for the engineering firm of Veenstra & Kimm for the preparation of the Emergency Medical Services District Preliminary Plat for the City of Grafton, Worth County, Iowa is $0.00.
3. The initial levy of ad valorem tax for the Emergency Medical Services District for the City of Grafton, Worth County, Iowa, including ambulance service, to be provided by the Mason City Fire Department, shall be at the rate of $0.85 per $1,000.00 of assessed value on all the taxable property within the district, and the candidates for the offices of trustee(s) of district shall be selected by write in votes.  The City Attorney has prepared a form of notice for a public measure election within the district to approve or disapprove of the proposed levy of the initial tax and write in candidates for the offices of trustees of the district and said election shall be held on the 10th day of September, 2024, at the Grafton Community Center, 202 6th Avenue, Grafton, Iowa, between the hours of 7:00 AM and 8:00 PM.  The City Attorney has prepared a public measure notice and ballot measure in the forms attached hereto as Exhibits “A” and “B”, which notice shall be published as required under Iowa Code Section 357G.4 by the City Clerk.
Schaub then motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve Resolution #2024-16.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-16 is passed and approved.
Grafton Community Action requested permission to block off Main Street on July 20th from 7 AM to 8 PM for a car show.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve their request.  Motion carried.
Resolution #2024-17 to certify a lien against real estate at 105 3rd Street was reviewed.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-17 is passed and approved. The clerk will file the lien with the Worth County Treasurer.  
Under old business, nuisances were discussed.  Letters will be sent out to those not in compliance.  Under new business, LP rates were discussed.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to contract 6500 gallons with AgVantage FS.  The council also talked about grant ideas for WCDA.  There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:02 PM.
