Grafton City Council Proceedings

March 12, 2012

   Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of Grafton City Council on Monday, March 12, 2012, 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were Hicken, Hoffarth, Johanns, Kruger and Schotanus. Visitors were Bruce White and Derrick Powers. Hoffarth motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the minutes of the February 13, 2012 meeting. Motion carried. 

   Visitors were given the opportunity to speak. Powers inquired if the city has ordinances that can be enforced for people to clean up their properties. Letters will need to be sent or delivered to areas needing cleaning up.
   Dress code and a few other concerns in regards to the Community Center bar were discussed.  
   Chris Kruger gave the city maintenance report. He has been checking into sprayers. He will be rebuilding the garbage receptacles in the park and GCA has offered to help pay for materials needed. 
   Clerk presented correspondence about a meeting at the Cedar River Complex in Osage concerning rural development to be held March 20. Preliminary Adult Prom results were given. Once all the bills have come in, final results will be given at the April meeting. It was another huge success. The use of drink tickets worked out extremely well. A sincere THANK YOU goes out to the prom committee, to anyone who helped in any way and to all who attended the event. Financial reports were presented. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the financial reports as presented and to pay all bills due to date. Motion carried. 
   The Addendum to Agreement for Law Enforcement was reviewed. The fee for police protection is $6.25 per capita for a total annual fee of $1,575. This is the same rate as last year.  Hicken motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the agreement. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2012-2 is passed and approved. 
   Mayor Bork announced this was the time and place for the Public Hearing to adopt the Fiscal 2013 budget. There being no objections presented either oral or written, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to adopt the Fiscal 2013 budget and directed the city clerk to certify the budget to the county auditor. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2012-1 is passed and approved. Mayor Bork announced the Public Hearing closed and reopened the regular meeting.
   Council was brought up to date on the land transaction on Iowa Street. The city has completed the purchase of the land from AgVantage needed to create Iowa street. A portion of this parcel is needed for the street and a small portion needs to go along with the land purchased by Jim Kruger. Hicken motioned, 2nd by Hoffarth to transfer this small piece of land to Jim Kruger for $1.00 by Quit Claim Deed and to set the Public Hearing for April 9, 2012, 7 PM. Motion carried. 
   City clerk brought the council up to date on the Emergency Operations Plan that had been put in place in 2009. Since all council members were new since the plan was written, she briefly explained what it is and that it has been updated as of February 2012. 

   Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to schedule “Clean Up Day” and “Park Clean Up Day” for Saturday, April 14th with April 21st being the rain date for Park Clean up. Motion carried. City clerk will contact Absolute Waste, Complete Appliance Demanufacturing and will post signs and include details in the utility bills. 
   Council reviewed the sewer service lines reports. It was determined there are 4, possibly 5 places needing to be addressed soon. The City will contact those individuals to discuss the needed repairs. 

   Old Business: Clerk announced that Hillyard will be coming to clean and put floor finish on the gym floor on Tuesday, April 24th. Everyone would need to stay off of the floor through April 30th. 
   New Business: Mayor asked council if Chris Kruger would now qualify for a week’s vacation since he has been here a year and council said yes. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Hicken for Chris to go ahead and price out sprayers from different companies and to purchase one. Motion carried. The Allis Chalmers tractor with belly mower was discussed. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to sell it by sealed bids. Ads will be placed in a couple newspapers and posted around town with a deadline date to submit bids of May 14th. Motion carried. The old snow plow was discussed. It is extremely rusted, needs much repair and has safety issues. Council has decided to scrap it. 
   There being no further business, Johanns motioned, 2nd by Hicken for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 10:05 PM.
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
