

Grafton City Council Proceedings
March 11, 2024



Mayor Pro Tem Tom Kruger convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, March 11, 2024 at Grafton City Hall.  Mayor Bork was absent. Answering roll call were Dalluge, Fossey, Hulshizer, and Schaub.  Visitor was Bruce White.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the minutes from the February 12, 2024 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Mayor Pro Tem Kruger closed the regular meeting and announced that this was the time and place for the public hearing to amend the Fiscal 2024 budget.  Clerk stated that there were no written or oral comments concerning the budget amendment.  Mayor Pro Tem Kruger then closed the public hearing and reopened the regular meeting.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to adopt Resolution #2024-8, approving the amendment to the Fiscal 2024 budget.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-8 is passed and approved.
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
Council reviewed the annual electric, water, sewer, and garbage financial reports compiled by the clerk.
Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to approve the building permit for Codie Gordon for a fence on his property at 114 Warbler Avenue.  Motion carried.
Schaub motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the city liquor license renewal.  Motion carried.  Fossey motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the wine permit for Bo-K’s & Rustiks in April.  Motion carried.
Under old business, Schaub updated the council on EMS Services and nuisance properties were discussed. Under new business, blacktopping was discussed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Fossey to accept the estimate from Heartland Asphalt, Inc. in the amount of $37,725.50 to pave 3rd Avenue from 3rd Street to the alley and on State Street from 6th Avenue to 7th Avenue. Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-9 (Resolution to accept the estimate from Heartland Asphalt, Inc. for blacktopping work) was passed and approved. Clerk also talked to the council about some upcoming special meetings, due to the budget and EMS hearings. Fossey motioned, 2nd by Schaub to hire St. Ansgar Landscaping to do some spraying at the city park and volleyball court.  There being no further business, Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 7:52 PM.
