Grafton City Council Proceedings

November 10, 2011
   Due to conflicts the Grafton City Council meeting scheduled for November 7th was postponed until Thursday, November 10, 2011 at 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Mayor John W. Bork called the meeting to order. Answering roll call were Borchardt, Johanns, Kruger, Petersen and Schotanus. Visitors were Amy Powers and Bruce White. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Petersen motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to approve the minutes from the October 10, 2011 regular meeting and the October 31, 2011 special meeting. Motion carried. 

   Visitors were given the opportunity to speak. The council was asked for advice or help with a nuisance issue. 
   Chris Kruger gave a maintenance report. Hydrants have been flushed, lagoon drained, trees cut down, bushes cut back at the Community Center, flat roof at the Center has been patched, well casing repaired and Chris gave a report on the water inspection done by the DNR. 

   Correspondence presented by the clerk included a summary of our Energy Efficiency report for 2010 and a copy of the report to be submitted to the Iowa Utilities Board. Financial reports, bills due to date and past due utility accounts were reviewed. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to accept the financial statements as given and pay all bills due to date. Motion carried.
   The Real Estate Purchase Agreement from AgVantage FS was reviewed. This is for a small piece of land to extend the street from 6th Ave. to 7th Ave. Petersen motioned, 2nd by Kruger to go ahead and sign the agreement. Motion carried. 

   Snow removal bid was reviewed. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to accept the bid from KD Construction for snow removal and hauling at $176.33 per hour. Motion carried. 

   A bid to put in meters for city owned property currently unmetered was reviewed. Johanns motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to accept this bid from Gasteiger Electric in the amount of $690.66 for the labor. City will supply the meters. Motion carried. Meters will be installed for the park lights, shelter house, city hall and the siren. 
 We have been notified we will receive a WCDA grant on November 15th. 

   Plans were discussed for the post office meeting to be held on Thursday, December 1st, 6 PM at the Grafton Community Center. We need a huge attendance. 
   No items for old business.

   New Business: There was a request to possibly use the Community Center for Zumba classes this summer. An estimate for a fire extinguisher for city hall was presented. Council said to go ahead. Petersen mentioned the mosquito sprayer needs to be recalibrated. Petersen mentioned there is a group that would like to have Bean Bag Tourneys in the gym this winter. Council said to go ahead and work out the details. 
   Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Petersen for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 9:17 PM.
