Grafton City Council Proceedings

October 10, 2011

   Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council on Monday, October 10, 2011, 7 PM at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were: Borchardt, Johanns, Kruger and Petersen. Schotanus arrived a couple minutes after seven. Visitors were Bruce White and Jim Kruger. Petersen motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2011 regular meeting. Motion carried. 

   Jim Kruger gave an update on the land project. An agreement has been reached with AgVantage for the land needed to continue the road to the east so Kruger will want to go ahead with purchasing the 2 lots the city owns. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Johanns to hold the public hearing as soon as possible dependent on the conversation with the city attorney. Motion carried. 

   Chris Kruger gave a water/sewer update. He has completed and passed one test and has 2 more to take. 

   Clerk presented correspondence regarding a request for the city to write a letter in support of “Kadyn’s Law.” Council said to go ahead and write the letter. Financial reports were given. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Petersen to accept the reports as given and pay all bills due to date. Motion carried. 

   Resolution #2011-8 to certify a utility lien against real estate at 105 4th Street was reviewed. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve this resolution. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Clerk will proceed to file the lien with the County Treasurer. Resolution #2011-8 is passed and approved. 

   Resolution #2011-9: Clerk presented the Fiscal 2011 Annual Financial Report. Upon review, Petersen motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to approve the report as prepared and for the clerk to file the report with the State Auditor’s Office. Upon roll call vote all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2011-9 is passed and approved. 
   Johanns motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to begin taking bids for snow removal for the coming winter and to accept sealed bids up until 7 PM on the night of the next regular council meeting. Clerk will post signs.

  Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to set Halloween Trick & Treat night for Monday, October 31st from 5 PM to 7 PM. Motion carried. 

   Mosquito spraying was discussed. We will need to bill City of Manly for mileage for use of Grafton’s truck. 

   We have received notice the Community Meeting for discussing the possible closing of the Grafton Post Office will be held on Thursday, December 1, 2011 at 6:00 PM at the Grafton Community Center. We need large numbers of people in attendance. 

   Old Business: The Heartland Power contract is now officially signed. The switchover date from Alliant to Heartland will be May 1, 2012. A bid to remove a tree on the boulevard in front of Schotanus’s residence was reviewed. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Johanns to accept the bid from Bell Aerial to have the tree removed and the stump ground out. Motion carried. Johanns inquired about getting his driveway patched from the street to past the culvert. Mayor will check into this. Mayor Bork presented a bid to replace the utility pole, arm and street light that had blown over a couple years ago on 3rd Street. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to accept the bid from Osage Municipal Utilities and replace the pole. Motion carried.
   New Business: Council was reminded to be sure and vote on November 8th in the city election and thanks to all who filed papers to run for office. Clerk mentioned that Austin Big Band will be returning to the Community Center for a dance on November 12th. Due to conflicts for the next regular scheduled meeting, Johanns motioned, 2nd by Petersen to change the November meeting to November 7th. Motion carried. 

   Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Borchardt for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 8:50 PM.
