

Grafton City Council Proceedings
October 14, 2024



Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council at 7 PM, October 14, 2024 at Grafton City Hall.  Answering roll call were Dalluge, Hulshizer, Kruger, and Schaub.  Fossey was absent. Visitor was Bruce White.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.  Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Kruger to approve the minutes from the September 9, 2024 regular meeting.  Motion carried. 
Clerk presented the financial reports, past due utility accounts, and bills to be paid.  Hulshizer motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date.  Motion carried.
Schaub motioned, 2nd by Kruger to set Trick and Treat night for Sunday, October 27th from 5 to 7 PM this year.  Motion carried.
Clerk then presented the Fiscal 2024 Annual Financial Report.  Upon review of the report, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Schaub to approve the report as prepared and for the clerk to file the report.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-20 is passed and approved.
Dalluge motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the building permit from Greg & Shalmarie Zillgitt at 103 4th Avenue for a shed.  Motion carried.
Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to appoint Chris Braun for a three year term, Michael Schaub for a two year term, and Duane Tabbert for a one year term as Trustees for the City of Grafton EMS District.  Motion carried.  
Resolution #2024-21 to certify a lien against real estate at 305 3rd Street was reviewed.  Schaub motioned, 2nd by Dalluge to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-21 is passed and approved.  Resolution #2024-22 to certify a lien against real estate at 105 3rd Street was then reviewed.  Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer to approve the resolution.  Upon roll call vote, all council members voted aye.  Resolution #2024-22 is passed and approved.  The city clerk will file the liens with the Worth County Treasurer.  
Under old business, nuisance properties were discussed. There was no new business. There being no further business, Kruger motioned, 2nd by Hulshizer for adjournment.  Motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 7:59 PM.
