Grafton City Council Proceedings

September 12, 2011

   Mayor John W. Bork convened the regular meeting of the Grafton City Council on Monday, September 12, 2011, 7:00 PM at Grafton City Hall. Answering roll call were Borchardt, Johanns, Kruger, Petersen and Schotanus. Visitor was Bruce White. Kruger motioned, 2nd by Petersen to approve the agenda. Motion carried. Borchardt motioned, 2nd by Schotanus to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2011 meeting. Motion carried.

   Clerk presented correspondence for a REAP meeting at the Lime Creek Nature Center and information from the Worth County Mentoring program. Financial reports and past due utility accounts were reviewed. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to accept the financial reports as presented and pay all bills due to date. Motion carried. 
   The list of junk or unlicensed cars was reviewed. Another letter will be sent to those who have not complied with the city ordinance. 

   Mayor Bork announced this was the time and place for the Public Hearing to approve the Budget Amendment to the Fiscal 2012 budget. The amendment includes money in and out for the sewer lagoon fence, garbage revenue, transfer of the library CD’s into the city general fund (allocated to the library) and a transfer into the debt service fund from the proprietary fund for annual payment on the GO note and increased expenditures in the special revenue fund for blacktopping a street. There being no written or oral objections to the budget amendment, Johanns motioned, 2nd by Kruger to adopt Resolution #2011-5 approving the budget amendment. Upon roll call vote, all council members present voted aye. Resolution #2011-5 is passed and approved. 
   Resolution #2011-6: Council reviewed the Annual City Street Financial Report for Fiscal ’11 as prepared by the clerk. Petersen motioned, 2nd by Borchardt to approve the report and for the clerk to file it with the IA DOT. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2011-6 is passed and approved.
   Projects for the next round of WCDA grants was discussed. We will submit an application for the volleyball, basketball courts project. Petersen motioned, 2nd by Borchardt for the town to donate $4,000 towards this project. Motion carried.
   The contract to purchase electricity from Heartland Power Co-op was reviewed. Schotanus motioned, 2nd by Johanns to approve the contract and to sign it. Upon roll call vote, all councilmen voted aye. Resolution #2011-7 approving entering into the 

agreement with Heartland Power co-op is passed and approved. 

   Council again discussed the sewer service lines and also discussed raising some manholes that are taking on surface water during heavy rains.
   Old Business: Election reminder that papers are due at city hall no later than 5 PM, September 22nd. 

   New Business: Mayor Bork is still waiting for estimates for metering the city properties not currently metered. Gary Schotanus mentioned he has a tree on the boulevard that may need to come down. Mayor Bork and Chris will take a look. 
   Kruger explained the situation concerning the land Jim Kruger was hoping to purchase from AgVantage and asked if the council would like Jim to proceed with the project. Council would like more information in writing but they are interested in the project. 

   There being no further business, Petersen motioned, 2nd by Johanns for adjournment. Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 9:48 PM.
